1. INTRODUCTION:

State of Maharashtra for In-service Quota Seats is being carried out in
accordance with the permission given through this Government
Resolution. (Annexure -A)

Commissionerate of Health Services Government of Maharashtra has
given approval for NEET-PG-2025 Information Brochure as per Letter
dated- 07/01/2026 (Annexure -B)

Instructions in this information brochure regarding admission process
are liable to change based on any order / instruction / rules / directions
by National Medical Commission (NMC) / Central Government / State
Government / Hon’ble Supreme Court and Hon’ble High Court from time

CLARIFICATION:

NEET-PG is an eligibility-cum-ranking examination prescribed as a single

entrance examination to various NBE PG Degree/Diploma Courses.

No other Entrance Examination, either at State or institution level, shall be

valid for entry to NBE PG Degree/Diploma Courses for academic session

2025. Qualifying NEET PG is mandatory for entry to various NBE PG

Degree/Diploma Courses in the State of Maharashtra.

1.2.1 SCOPE OF NEET-PG 2025:- NEET PG 2025 shall be single eligibility

cum entrance examination for admission to various Postgraduate

Medical Courses for the academic session 2025-26.



1.2.2 For admission to 2025-2026 academic session, online NEET PG 2025
examination has been conducted by NBE Authority appointed by
Government of India, New Delhi.

» The validity of result of NEET PG 2025 shall be only for current
admissions session i.e. 2025, for NBE PG Degree / Diploma
courses and cannot be carried forward for the next session of
admission to NBE PG Degree / Diploma courses.

1.2.3 For admission to Medical Postgraduate courses at all
Government/ Corporation medical colleges & Hospitals in the
State of Maharashtra, State Merit list of eligible In-service
candidates will be prepared by the Competent Authority of the
State of Maharashtra on the basis of NEET-PG 2025 examination.

1.2.4 The list of Medical colleges / Institutions conducting post graduate
Medical courses where admission will be carried out by State CET Cell
for academic year 2025-26 is listed in (Annexure ‘C’).

1.2.5 This procedure is applicable only to the seats at disposal of
Competent Authority, STATE CET CELL, for Government/Corporation
Medical colleges& Hospitals in the academic year 2025-2026. No
promise is implied therein for subsequent years and no

expectations should be based on this procedure for future.

2. DEFINITIONS of important terms are given in Annexure “D”

3. COMPETENT AUTHORITY :

The Commissioner, State CET Cell, Mumbai has been designated as
Competent Authority for selection and admissions to NBE Degree/Diploma
Courses- 2025 for In-service Medical officers. Admission to NBE Postgraduate
courses at all Government/Corporation Medical Colleges & Hospitals situated in
the State of Maharashtra for In-service Quota Seats is being carried out in
accordance with the permission given through this Government Resolution
(Annexure — A).

These admissions will be done on the available post-graduate seats at
disposal of Competent Authority for In-service Quota Seats of
Government/Corporation Medical Colleges & Hospitals from the State of
Maharashtra. The Competent Authority will supervise and control the selection
process by implementing these procedures.

The Competent Authority will issue necessary executive instructions for



implementation of these procedures and provide relevant information to be
published or communicated. The Competent Authority will declare time-table,
details of the date(s) of various procedures relating to admission process, in
consultation with Nodal officer.

. AUTHORITY:

4.1 Nodal Officer: Director of Health Services, Mumbai will act as Nodal Officer
to advise and assist this admission process.
4.2 Document verification:

Document Verification will be carried out on the instructions given by the
Competent Authority in respect of Online / Offline (physical) Document

verification process.

. GRIEVANCE REDRESSAL AUTHORITY (IN GENERAL)
As per section 9 of the Act, any grievance regarding the admission process will
be dealt by the Commissioner, State CET Cell.

. LIST OF NBE POSTGRADUATE COURSES:

The list of available NBE Postgraduate Degree/Diploma courses along with code

numbers are given in (Annexure-“E”.)

. DISTRIBUTION OF PG MEDICAL SEATS IN GOVERNMENT/ CORPORATION
MEDICAL COLLEGES& HOSPITALS (As per approval from NBE).

7.1 The seats available for admission to NBE Postgraduate courses through
NEET-PG 2025 will be from Institutions located in the State Maharashtra
i.e. Government / Corporation medical colleges & Hospitals.

7.2 The seats available for admission to NBE postgraduate courses will be
reserved for In-service candidates in the State Government services, who
have served for at least 3 years in remote and/or difficult areas as per
Annexure “F”. For In-service quota reservation, any change made by
Government from time to time will be applicable. 5% of available seats in
Postgraduate courses in Government and Government Aided institutions
will be reserved for Person with Disability (PWD) candidates as per
Annexure “G”. 1% of available postgraduate seats are reserved for Orphan
category candidate. There will be constitutional reservation applicable in

Available seats as mentioned in Annexure “H”. The parallel (Horizontal)

reservation will be applicable for In-service quota seats, PWD quota seats
and Orphan quota seats in Government institutions.

All India quota seats in Government/Corporation medical colleges &
Hospitals (i.e.50% seats of the intake capacity) for post-graduate courses
will be filled by the Competent Authority appointed by the Ministry of
Health and Family Welfare, Government of India, through merit list of All
India NEET-PG 2025.

The seat position for the admissions to NBE Postgraduate in-service quota
seats of Government/Corporation Medical Colleges/District Level Hospitals

will be displayed on the website www.mahacet.org in due course.

The institute wise, course wise Intake Capacity of the seats will be as per

Postgraduate Regulation of NMC and National board of Examination.

The seats available will be filled in, on the basis of State Merit list of NEET-
PG 2025. There will be constitutional /EWS/ Person with disability (PWD)/
Orphan reservation in these seats as per Government orders issued from

time to time (Annexure “I, J & K”).

As per G.R. No. Orphan - 2022 /C.R. 122/Ka-03 dated 6% April 2023 of
Women and Child Development Department, One percent of available
postgraduate seats are reserved for Orphan category candidate (Annexure
“I”).

EWS CATEGORY RESERVATION: 10% seats of the available seats shall

be reserved for candidate belonging to EWS category.(Annexure “J”).

SEBC (Socially & Educationally Backward Classes) Reservation: 10%
seats of the available seats shall be reserved for candidate belonging to
SEBC category. This reservation will be subject to outcome of W.P. No.
3468/2024 in Hon’ble High Court Mumbai and any other future court

cases in this regard. (Annexure “K”).

7.10 AIQ seats will not be reverted back to the respective States after the

completion of AIQ Round 2 in compliance of the Order dated 16/12/2021
in Special Leave to Appeal (C) No(s).10487/2021 before the Hon’ble

Supreme Court of India (Annexure “L”).
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7.11 If the seats reserved for State In-service quota in the particular

Constitutional reserve category remain unfilled on account of unavailability
of candidate(s) after inter-seas per rules amongst In-service candidates, the
remaining seat(s) shall be included in the respective Constitutional reserve
category. These seats will not be distributed to Non-in-service
candidates using NEET-PG 2025 merit list.

7.12 Postgraduate seats left unfilled in an academic year, shall not be carried

forward to the next or subsequent academic year. The last date of joining
NBE Degree/Diploma courses is as per the guidelines of NMC / NBE
/MCC released from time to time. The academic year will start as per the

guidelines from NBE.

7.13 The validity of All India Rank based on result of NEET PG 2025 shall be

only for current admission session i.e. 2025 for NBE Degree/Diploma
courses and cannot be carried forward for the next session of admission

for NBE Degree/Diploma courses.

8. ELIGIBILITY CRITERIA FOR NEET-PG 2025 NBE POSTGRADUATE
COURSES :

Candidate must be an Indian National. Nationality Certificate issued by
District Magistrate or Additional District Magistrate or Chief Metropolitan
Magistrate or valid passport or School Leaving Certificate of HSC/12th Std.
indicating the nationality of the candidate as “Indian” shall constitute the
proof of nationality.

All candidates, who have passed final M.B.B.S degree course examination
and completed one year internship training from a recognized medical
college are eligible.

Candidate must be In-service, currently working under Commissionerate
of Health Service and must fulfill all other eligibility criteria for In-service
candidates As per Public Health Department Government Resolution No.
MMO-2023/C.R.301/Service-3, dated: 19t July 2023, and or any

Government Resolution issued from time to time.



8.4 The Candidate must be medically fit. (Annexure-M)

8.5 All Candidates desirous to take admission for NBE Degree/Diploma

courses under In-service quota must have appeared for NEET-PG 2025
and declared eligible by the Competent Authority of NEET-PG 2025,

Government of India, New Delhi.

8.6 To be eligible for selection:

8.6.1.To be eligible for selection to Medical Postgraduate courses a
candidate belonging to General Category and EWS category must
secure minimum of marks at 50th percentile and candidate belonging
to constitutional reservation category and constitutional reservation
category with Person with disability (PWD) claim must secure
minimum of marks at 40th percentile in NEET-PG 2025. Person with
disability (PWD) from general category and EWS category must secure
minimum of marks at 45t percentile in NEET-PG 2025.

8.6.2 A candidate who fails to obtain the minimum eligibility percentile

/marks as prescribed in regulations shall not be admitted to any

Postgraduate courses in the said academic year 2025-2026.

8.6.3 However, the eligibility criteria decided by NMC / Government of India

if revised will be applicable from time to time.

The NMC /Maharashtra Medical Council / Other State Medical Council
registration is mandatory for NEET-PG 2025 qualifying candidates.
Registration certificate should be produced at the time of document
verification process. A candidate without registration certificate will be

held ineligible for admission.

Candidates belonging to Backward Classes (Including SEBC) / EWS
must have claimed so in his online registration, failing which such a
claim will not be entertained subsequently. Candidate belonging to
above Categories should produce Caste Certificate, Caste Validity
Certificate and Non-Creamy Layer Certificate / EWS eligibility
certificate (wherever applicable) at the time of online Document
Verification process. Candidate who fails to produce above said certificates
will be considered as Open Category Candidate provided he/she fulfills
the eligibility criteria of NEET-PG 2025 during subsequent round(s).

» Candidates belonging to EWS category will be required to produce
Eligibility certificate for Economically Weaker Section in
prescribed format issued by Concerned Authority, Government of
Maharashtra for academic year 2025-26 (Annexure - "J"), at the
time of physical document verification process. Candidate who fails to
produce above said certificates will be considered as Open Category
Candidate provided he/she fulfils the eligibility criteria of NEET-PG
2025.

Reserve category/EWS candidate must claim his category at the time of
registration. A candidate belonging to a respective category but not having
any physical document can also claim respective category reservation
during online registration process; however he/she must produce the said
certificates at the time of physical Document Verification process and at
the time of joining at the allotted college/institution so as to avail

respective category claim.

A Candidate belonging to ‘Creamy Layer’ amongst the categories (VJ)
DT-A, NT-B, NT-C, NT-D, OBC, SEBC and SBC must note that the
provision of reservation is NOT applicable to him / her. A candidate
claiming benefit of reservation under these categories will be
required to produce Non-Creamy Layer Certificate as specified in the
Government Resolutions from time to time. The certificate in
prescribed Proforma stating that it is valid up to 31/03/2026 or
later, should be submitted at the time of online document

verification process.

In view of Hon’ble Supreme Court order dated 06/09/2017 in CA 11234-
48 of 2017, it is mandatory to submit Caste Validity Certificate. As per

22 August 2025, Govt. Corrigendum No. C.B.C. 2025/C.R.131/MAVAK
dated 5th September 2025, candidates belonging to Scheduled Caste,
Scheduled Caste converts to Buddhism, Vimukta Jati, Nomadic Tribes
NT1 (B) NT2(C), NT3(D), other Backward class (Including SBC) and SEBC
Category can produce his/her Caste Validity certificate up to six months
from the date of application for admission to the Health Science Courses,
failing which his/her admission will stand cancelled and he/she will be

responsible for the same (Annexure — K & Annexure - N).

Candidates who have passed postgraduate diploma course will be
eligible for admission to postgraduate degree course in the same
subject only through NEET-PG 2025. (For exception, refer to clause No.
8.18.9)

The candidate has to fulfill qualifications and eligibility criteria as notified
by Central Government /NMC from time to time.

In-Service Eligibility Criteria:

8.14.1Eligibility for in-Service candidates will be as per criteria laid down

by the Public Health Department of State of Maharashtra for In-
service Medical Officers. As per Public Health Department
Government Resolution No. MMO-2023/C.R.301/Service-3, dated:
19thJuly 2023, and or any Government Resolution issued from time
to time.
8.14.2 In service candidate must have appeared for NEET-PG 2025, and
declared eligible by Competent Authority, Government of India,
New Delhi.
8.14.3 Non In-service candidates i.e. general candidates are not eligible

to apply for this in-service quota seats.

Candidates for in-service NBE Postgraduate quota seats shall be selected
strictly on the basis of their NEET-PG merit. The decision in this regard
taken by The Commissionerate of Health Services, Public Health

Department, and Government of Maharashtra will be final.

8.16 Non-eligibility of Candidate: The following candidates are not
eligible for admission process through NEET-PG 2025.

8.16.1Candidates who have not appeared for NEET-PG 2025
conducted by Competent Authority, Government of India,
New Delhi.

8.16.2 Candidates who have not obtained NMC/Maharashtra Medical
Council / Other State Medical Council registration before the
date of physical document verification process.

8.16.3 Candidates who had been admitted to PG course in previous two
academic years and resigned /left /not joined which resulted in
lapse of a seat.

8.16.4 Candidates who are previously registered and are pursuing /
have completed the PG degree course or have obtained PG degree
are not eligible for admission through NEET PG 2025.

8.16.5 Candidates who are registered for PG diploma and pursuing the
course.

8.16.6 Non In-service candidates i.e. general candidates are not
eligible to apply for this in-service quota seats.

There shall be no admission of students in respect of any academic session
beyond cut-off date as prescribed by NMC for postgraduate courses under

any circumstances.

The NMC may direct, that any student identified as having obtained admission
after the last date for closure of admission be discharged from the course of
study, or any medical qualification granted to such a student shall not be a
recognized qualification for the purpose of the Indian Medical Council Act,
1956. The institution which grants admission to any student after the last date
specified for the same shall also be liable to face such action as may be

prescribed by NMC.

11.1 The Competent Authority shall issue Notice regarding schedule of online

compulsory.

There shall be two or more rounds of selection of candidates
depending on the availability of vacant seats. The selection will be on
the basis of merit and the preferences submitted by the candidate. For

second and subsequent rounds (if any) no separate online preferences
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will be filled by the candidate. The choices of courses and Institutes
once entered online shall be final and irrevocable. This final data shall

be used in entire selection process.

Socially and Educationally Backward Classes, shall not in any way be affected.

7. (1) The Government may, by notification in the Official Gazette,
appoint any officer not below the rank of the District Social Welfare Officer
to be the Competent Authority for such area as may be specified in such
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notification for the purposes of carrying out the provisions of this Act and
the rules made thereunder.

(2) The Competent Authority shall exercise such powers and perform
such functions, as may be prescribed.

8. (1) If in respect of any recruitment year, any vacancy reserved for
Socially and Educationally Backward Classes of persons remains unfilled,
such vacancy shall be carried forward upto five years in case of direct
recruitment :

Provided that, on the date of commencement of this Act, if any
Government Order, Resolution, Circular and Office Memorandum regarding
filling of posts is in force then, the same shall continue to be in force unless
modified or revoked by the Government :

Provided further that, if the sanctioned posts are not adequate to allocate
atleast one post for each reserved category, then the reserved post shall be
filled in by applying the principle of rotation in accordance with the
Government roster orders or rules as may be prescribed or modified in this
behalf.

(2) When a vacancy is carried forward as provided in sub-section (1), it
shall not be counted against the quota of the vacancies reserved for the
concerned classes of persons for the recruitment year to which it is carried
forward :

Provided that, the appointing authority may, at any time, undertake a
special recruitment drive to fill up such unfilled vacancies and if such
vacancies remain unfilled even after such special recruitment drive then, it
shall be filled up in the manner prescribed by the Government.

9. (1) The Government may, by order in writing, entrust upon every
admission authority or appointing authority or any officer under such
authority, with the responsibility of ensuring the compliance with the
provisions of this Act.

(2) The Government may, in the like manner, invest the admission
authority or appointing authority or officer with such powers or authority
as may be necessary for such authority or officer, to effectively discharge
such duty assigned to such authority or officer.

10. (7) Any admission authority or appointing authority or officer or
employee entrusted with the duty or responsibility who willfully acts in a
manner intended to contravene or defeat the purposes of this Act shall, on
conviction, be punished with imprisonment for a term which may extend to
ninety days or fine, which may extend to twenty-five thousand rupees, or
with both.

(2) No court shall take cognizance of an offence punishable under this
section except with the previous sanction of the Government or officer
authorized in this behalf by the Government.

11. When it comes to the notice of the Government or is brought to its
notice that any person belonging to Socially and Educationally Backward
Classes is adversely affected, on account of non-compliance with the
provisions of this Act or the rules made thereunder or the Government orders
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issued in this behalf, by any admission authority or appointing authority, it
may call for such records and pass such appropriate orders as it deems fit.

13. The Government may, by an order, provide for nomination of officers
belonging to Socially and Educationally Backward Classes in selections,
sereening and departmental committee for the purpose of selecting persons
for appointment to public services and posts.

14. Any admissions or appointments made in contravention of the
provisions of this Act shall be void.

15. The Competent Authority appointed under section 7 shall be deemed
to be a public servant within the meaning of section 21 of the Indian Penal
Code.

16. No suit, prosecution or other legal proceeding shall lie against the
Competent Authority or its officers, for anything which is in good faith done
or intended to be done under this Act or the rules or orders made thereunder.

17. (1) The State Government may, by notification in the Official Gazette,
make rules to carry out the purposes of this Act.

(2) Every rule made under this Act shall be laid, as soon as may be, after
it is made, before each House of the State Legislature, while it is in session
for a total period of thirty days, which may be comprised in one session or in
two or more successive sessions, and if, before the expiry of the session in
which it is so laid or the session immediately following, both Houses agree
in making any modification in any rule or both Houses agree that the rule
should not be made, and notify their decision to that effect in the Official
Gazette, the rule shall, from the date of publication of notification of such
decision have effect only in such modified form or be of no effect, as the case
may be; g0, however, that any such modification or annulment shall be without
prejudice to the validity of anything previously done or omitted to be done
under that rule.

18. (1) The provisions of this Act shall not apply to the cases in which
selection process has already been initiated before the commencement of
this Act, and such cases shall be dealt with in accordance with the provisions
of law and the Government orders as they stood before such commencement.

Explanation.—For the purposes of this section, the selection process
shall be deemed to have been initiated where, under the relevant service

“Postgraduate Medical Education Regulations, 20007, shall be substituted as under-

1)

An institution intending to start a post-graduate medical education course or to increase the annual intake
capacity in an already ongoing course shall obtain the prior permission of the Central Govemment under
section 10A of the Act. The prior permission granted by the Central Government for Postgraduate
Diegme/Postgraduate Diploma courses shall be for four and thiee academic years respectively

Provided that it shall be incumbent upon Medical Colleges'Medical Institutions to make an application
for starting of Post-graduate medical education courses within three years of grant of recognition, ie.,
three years from the date of inclusion of the MBBS qualification awarded by the Medical College in the
First Schedule of the Indian Medical Council Act, 1956, Failure to make an application for starting of
Postgraduate courses within the stipulated time shall entail the withdrawal of mecognition of MBBS
qualification.

Provided further that a Medical College/Medical Institution that makes an application for starting of a
Postgraduate course in the eventuality of disapproval shall be granied two mor opportunities for the
succesding years to make an application.  Failure to obtain permission of the Central Government
therzafter shall entail the withdrawal of Recognition of MBES qualification.™

Provided further that above shall be applicable to the scheme submitted from the acadermic vear 2020-21
omw ards, in order to provide time to the existing colleges to apply.

The Institution shall apply for recognition of the Post Graduate Medical qualification to the Central
Government  through the affilisting University, when the first admitted batch shall be due to appear for
the examination to be conducted by the affiliating University.
